(Huntington). Program volunteers provide simple maintenance and repair services like

cleaning gutters, fixing faucets and installing special-needs hand rails and smoke
alarms. Clients are responsible for the cost of the materials but the installation and

repair work is free.

“lI urge all eligible local seniors to take advantage of these programs, which are
designed to provide the kind of work that will help them keep their homes from falling
into disrepair,” D’Amaro said.
