Let's help our dedicated volunteer firefighters and other first responders find the
hydrants quickly during an emergency. After a storm, please shovel the area around a fire hydrant
if it's in front of your house or building. It's a simple good neighbor policy, and the precious minutes
or even seconds saved could be a matter of life or death.”
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
