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Legislator Martinez is Outraged at the Approval of a 

Scrap Metal Facility by the Town of Islip Board 
 
 
(Brentwood, NY): Legislator Monica R. Martinez is outraged by the Islip Town Board’s decision 
in regards to the proposed scrap metal facility to be built on Emjay Blvd. in Brentwood. 
 
On Thursday, June 24, 2015, Islip Town Supervisor, Angie Carpenter and councilmembers 
approved the application to operate a scrap metal processing plant by Kings & Queens 
Transload LLC., a company outside the state of New York. The Town of Islip’s decision came 
after Legislator Martinez sent a letter to the Planning Board in April requesting an extensive and 
thorough analysis of the company's request in which the Suffolk County Planning Commission 
rendered a decision to “disapprove” the zone change. 

 On May 6, 2015, the Suffolk County Planning Commission disapproved the application and 
issued a report in which they stated the legal reasons for disapproval; "request does not meet 
the standards of special permission since the South East corner of the property is about 350 
feet from the residential zone to the East."  Section 68-356 G of the Town of Islip Zoning Law 
indicates subject property needs to be located within 500 feet of any residential use or zone. 
 
“I am outraged and appalled that the Town of Islip has demonstrated once again that it does 
not respect the opinion of the residents of Brentwood, Central Islip and North Bay Shore; they 
treat us like second class citizens and are more interested in paying attention to political 
contributors than their constituents,” stated Legislator Martinez.  Legislator Martinez is not 
backing away from this egregious act of enviornmental injustice posed by the Town of Islip.  
“The community has spoken; we do not want it.  I am exploring all options to stop the facility.  I 
am prepared to go to court with my community,” stated Legislator Martinez.  “The residents of 
LD9 have awoken and we will not sit idly and let outsiders who are suppose to represent us all, 
keep dumping on Brentwood, Central Islip, and North Bay Shore,” concluded Legislator 
Martinez.                 
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
