Babylon Village, NY: Suffolk County Legislator Kevin McCaffrey (R-Lindenhurst) recently had 
a very special opportunity to recognize Armen Enkababian, American Legion Babylon Post 94’s 
outgoing Commander, for his service in the United States Navy and for his various roles in the 
Legion over the past three decades.   

After completing 
Navy basic training, he was assigned to serve on the USS John A. Bole, a World War II-era 
destroyer.  During his Navy service, Armen served on three tours off the coast of Vietnam and 
earned a variety of decorations including: the Republic of Vietnam Campaign Medal; the 
Vietnam Service Medal with three bronze stars; the Operations “E” Commendation; the New 
York State Medal for Merit; and the New York State Conspicuous Service Star with three silver 
shields. 
 
“Armen’s dedication and service to our country and the American Legion have been exemplary,” 
said McCaffrey.  “He truly represents everything that it means to be a patriot and a civic leader.  
It is because of people like Armen and the work he does, that our veterans have a voice that is 
heard in both the halls of government and by the general public.
